The development was highly contentious 

because of the environmentally sensitive nature 
of the land and the presence of culturally sig-
nificant objects and trees.

The road consent and the subdivision con-
sents had several express conditions about con-
sistency with the approved plans for overall 
development and specific conditions addressing 
lot creation, civil engineering, sediment control, 
earthworks and the retention and destruction 
of native fauna. The consent also contained 
implied conditions concerning drainage, wild-

life corridors, road widths and allotment size. 
The defendants broadly contend that Iron 

Gates deliberately failed to comply with the 
requirements of the development approval and 
the overall plan and could still have developed 
the land had it been prepared to comply with the 
provisions of the relevant NSW legislation and 
fresh planning approvals, even after the orders 
made by Justice J Stein in 1997. The scale of 
the case is huge with an estimated 50,000 pages 
of documents to be scanned, estimated costs 
before trial of $997,303 and a total estimated 
cost of $1,408,886.
