Where's
the beef?

The Northern Co-operative Meat Company
will again be hosting a seminar in conjunc-
tion with the presentation of the carcase
prizes for the led steer competition.

This year the major part of the program
will be a MSA (Meat Standards Australia)
Workshop conducted by MLA. The program
will begin with a representative of MLA giv-
ing an outline of where industry levy funds
are spent. He will also give an overview of the
threats and opportunities in the export beef
market as a consequence of the credit crises.

A representative of the ANZ bank will dis-
cuss the credit crises and the expected impacts
on the beef industry and producers.

There will be very useful information in
the MSA workshop for anyone who produces
slaughter cattle irrespective of whether they
intend to use the MSA grading scheme.

An operator from the Northern Co opera-
tive Meat Company will give an overview of
how MSA graded product is important to their
operation.

He will also cover cattle specifications and
major issues for producers in supplying stock
that will obtain MSA grading.
